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	RULES OF THE RESERVE

	

	


These Rules are binding upon all visitors of the Reserve and shall be applicable to all persons on the Reserve, whether occupying accommodation or otherwise, and whether on the Reserve lawfully or unlawfully.

 All parties on the Reserve shall be strictly governed by these Rules, which may be amended, from time to time, at the sole discretion of Management.

RIGHT OF USE 

No visitor shall: 

3.1 Hunt, shoot, molest, capture or interfere with any fauna or keep any fauna in captivity or in any way interfere with the Wildlife present on the Property or the Reserve in general;

3.2 Create any disturbance, disturbing noise, or disturb other guests in any manner whatsoever;

3.3 Make any new roads, paths or viewing sites, whether of a temporary nature or otherwise, and shall not establish or create any separate feeding or drinking points for game and shall not interfere with flora whatsoever;

3.4 Make any fires other than in areas specifically provided therefore or create any fire hazard including no smoking in bush areas;

3.5 Drive in places other than those specifically designated as a road;

3.6 Cross the veld of the roads which are clearly demarcated;
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3.7 Take steps to, or in fact, set up camp on a temporary or permanent basis or picnic spots except where demarcated;

3.8 Collect or take anything from the Reserve, including any wood, stones, flora, fauna or remains of fauna;

3.9 Not introduce any flora onto the Reserve nor cultivate any flora on the Reserve;

 3.10 Park vehicles in areas other than those designated in the various allocated areas, from time to time. 

3.11 Bring onto the Reserve any motorized items, whether generators, power plants, motor cycles, quad cycles, scooters, or any motorized items, without the prior written consent of Management. 

3.12 Dig or scrape any holes, including boreholes, or holes for the purposes of camping, latrines or disposable waste. 

3.13 Swim or fish in the rivers; 

3.14 Create any diversion of rivers or streams; 

3.15 Walk outside of demarcated areas except if accompanied by a Game Warden. 

PETS 

No animals or pets shall be kept, harbored or taken onto the Reserve whatsoever. 
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REFUSE 

Visitors and guests shall not deposit on or allow any rubbish, debris, dirt or refuse to be left anywhere on the Reserve, except in refuse bins provided specifically for this purpose.  No visitor or guest shall likewise deposit, throw, permit or allow on the Reserve any rubbish including dirt, cigarette butts, food scraps, plastic wrappers, food containers or any other litter whatsoever. 

FIREWOOD 

Firewood may not be collected by visitors or guests from the Reserve. 

PROTECTION OF FAUNA AND FLORA 

Visitors and guests shall during their period of stay at the Reserve, protect all flora and fauna on the Reserve where possible and shall in no way interfere with same, either directly or indirectly. 

USE AND CONTROL OF MOTOR VEHICLES AND BOATS 

Visitors and guests shall not: 

8.1 Utilize any motor vehicle on the Reserve, except in areas specifically designated for same;
8.2 Utilize any motor vehicle, 4x4, quad, cycle or any other form of motorized vehicle, to traverse areas of natural veld or leave the designated roads.  In the event of any visitor or guest breaching this regulation,  Management shall be entitled to issue a fine to such visitor or guest of an amount of up to R5 000.00 and to demand that the visitor or guest make good any damage caused by such behavior.  It is further recorded that the maximum amount of the fine may be amended or altered by Management, from time to time. 

 8.3 Not park or impede flow of traffic, and shall be required to treat all other modes of traffic with respect. In this regard it is recorded that any animals on the Reserve and/or adjoining the Reserve have absolute  right of way, and there shall be no hooting, harassing, bumping or other behavior which might place the animals under any form of stress;

 8.4 Undertake game drives without the prior authorization of the Reserve, it being specifically recorded that, if the visitor or guest’s vehicle is being utilized, such fact has been approved by the Reserve timeously and prior to the game drive;

8.5 Not use any type of boat, motor boat, canoe or any other form of water flotation device on the natural water resources of the Reserve, except where clearly designated by Management from time to time.

 

CONTROL OF VEHICLES WITHIN THE RESERVE 

 

9.1 No vehicle may be driven in excess of 25 kilometers per hour, unless otherwise indicated by an appropriate road sign;

9.2 The speed limits are imposed by Management and may be amended by Management from time to time;

 9.3 Failure to adhere to the road signs in place, or driving of any vehicle in a manner so as to constitute a danger or a nuisance to any other person or property, or contravening the Road Traffic Ordinance of the area, notwithstanding that the Reserve is private property, shall constitute a breach of this Agreement and Management shall be entitled to issue a fine, alternatively to impose such penalty as they might deem fit, having regard to the circumstances of the offence.  It is agreed that Management shall act reasonably, and that any such penalty shall be proportionate to the offence in question;

9.4 Entry and exit from the Reserve shall be at the places allocated, which may be amended by Management from time to time.

9.5 Visitors and guests shall adhere to the Management directives on gate opening devices, vehicle identification cards/discs, or otherwise, and shall not attempt to enter the Reserve without the relevant  identification.  In this regard, the visitors or guests shall be bound by any direction issued by the access control guard in relation to entry and such guard shall have the right to deny any visitor or guest entry onto the Reserve if, in such guard’s opinion, the visitor or guest is endangering himself, other visitors or guests, animals or otherwise should he so enter;

 9.6 Management shall issue weight restrictions in respect of the roads from time to time, and all visitors or guests shall adhere to same.
9.7 No vehicle may be stored, parked or left unattended, at any place on the Reserve, except in the area designated for such purpose.  In the event that a visitor or guest is in breach of this provision, alternatively in the event that a vehicle of undetermined ownership is found to be in breach of this provision, then anagement shall have the right to remove same and to dispose of such vehicle without prior written authority if the ownership of such vehicle is in doubt.  The provision must be exercised by Management judiciously and cautiously, having  regard to all the circumstances appropriate at the time. 

 

GENERAL 

  

10.1 No person shall anywhere on the Reserve, disturb, harm, destroy or permit to be disturbed, harmed or destroyed, any wild animal, insect, reptile or bird; 

10.2 No person shall anywhere on the Reserve, disturb, damage, destroy or collect any plant material, whether living or dead, save with the consent of or on the instructions of Management, save further that the provisions of this rule shall not apply with respect to the exercise by any person of any right granted to him by virtue of an agreement with Management. 

10.3 No person shall: 

10.3.1 light any fire at any place upon the Reserve other than at a place designated for such purpose; 

10.3.2 camp or picnic upon any place on the Reserve other than at a place which has been specially designated for such purpose by Management; 
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10.3.3 discard any litter or any item of any nature whatsoever at any place on the Reserve except in such receptacles as provided, and in such places as may be set aside for such purpose and designated as such; 

10.3.4 use any open space within the Reserve in any manner which may unreasonably interfere with the use and enjoyment thereof by any other persons within the Reserve, or behave in such a way as to create a nuisance to any other persons on the Reserve; 

 10.3.5 use or conduct himself upon any open space within the Reserve in such a manner as may reasonably in the opinion of Management detrimentally affect the use of such open space or any of the amenities thereon; 

 10.3.6 plant any plants, shrubs, bushes or trees within the Reserve’s open space unless the same has been approved of by Management; 

 10.4 Management shall be entitled to prohibit access to any part of the open space if it deems it desirable to do so for the preservation of the natural flora and fauna, or for any other reason whatsoever, and no person shall enter any such area without the consent of Management.   Such areas shall be demarcated by suitable stakes and signage; 
10.5 All trails and paths within the Reserve shall only be used by pedestrians save where Management designate otherwise; 

10.6 Management may enter into an agreement on such terms and conditions as it may deem fit, with a visitor or guest, granting that visitor or guest the exclusive use and occupation of a specific area within the Reserve, and no person shall in any manner whatsoever disturb or interfere with such visitor or guest in the enjoyment of such rights of exclusive use and occupation; 
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10.7 No person shall within the area of the Reserve, discharge any fireworks or firearms as defined in the Arms and Ammunitions Act No 75 of 1969, or any dangerous weapons as defined in terms of the Dangerous Weapons Act No 71 of 1988, except in self-defence or within an area specifically approved for such purpose by Management, or with the express written approval of Management; 

10.8 No person shall cause a nuisance of any nature on the Reserve, and shall at all times observe the provisions of the environmental policy determined for the Reserve. 

 

 DAMS, PONDS, STREAMS AND WATER FEATURES 

 

11.1 No person shall swim in any dam, pond or stream on the Reserve; 

11.2 No person shall without the written consent of Management, catch, take or remove any fish, live bait or crustaceans from any dam, pond or stream on the Reserve, unless specifically permitted to do so subject to such conditions as Management may impose; 

11.3 No person shall pollute or permit the pollution of any dam, pond or stream on the Reserve by any substance which may in any manner be injurious to any plant or animal or which may in any way be unsightly; 

11.4 No person shall discard any litter or any article of any nature whatsoever in any dam, pond or stream on the Reserve; 

11.5 No person shall dam or obstruct in any way whatsoever, any stream or water feature on the Reserve; 

11.6 No person shall alter the flow of water within any water course, furrow, servitude, stream or water feature. 
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BREACH OF RULES AND FINES 

In the event of any breach of any of these Rules, as amended by visitors or guests, then Management shall have the right to:

12.1 Terminate any visitation period and request that such party or parties, whether the offending party or those on the Reserve through such party, vacate immediately; 

12.2 Shall be entitled to withhold any amounts paid in relation to such accommodation in Management’s sole discretion, dependent upon the circumstances of the matter; 

12.3 Shall be entitled to impose a fine on the guilty party, which fine shall be of a similar value to the cost of rectifying any damage to the Reserve, and which fine shall be capable of being recovered in a Civil Court of Law, either as a fine or as a reasonable estimate of damages so incurred. 

DISCLAIMER 

  

13.1 Management shall not be liable for any injury to any person, damage to or loss of any property, to whomsoever it may belong, occurring or suffered, upon the Reserve regardless of the cause thereof nor shall Management be responsible for any theft of property occurring within the Reserve.  Visitors or guests shall not, under any circumstances, have any claim or right of action whatsoever against Management for damages, loss or otherwise, nor be entitled to withhold or defer payment of any amount due by them for any reason whatsoever; 
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13.2 Management and/or its Agents shall not be liable to any visitor or guest or any of the visitor or guest’s Lessees, or their respective employees, agents, servants, invitees or customers or any visitor or guest of the public, dealing with the visitor or guest or any Lessee for any injury or loss or damage of any description which the visitor or guest or any such other person aforesaid may suffer or sustain whether directly or indirectly in or about the Reserve, regardless of the cause thereof; 

13.3 Visitors or guests shall indemnify Management and its employees, servants and agents, and lawful invitees and hold them harmless against all claims by any person arising from any injury or loss or damage as contemplated in this Clause. 

BINDING ON ALL VISITORS OR GUESTS 

This Agreement shall become binding on all visitors or guests, whether invited or uninvited, and whether on the property lawfully or unlawfully.
